Early Elementary = Personal Expression through Art and Picture Making

CREATE - the creative process (plan, explore, experiment, re-work, produce…)

CONNECT - explore various artists, cultures, historical periods…

COMMUNICATE - share, respond, reflect, discuss, etc. own works and works by others…

1.   Book-Binding…  Making a Sketchbook
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Materials:

· Cardstock or Construction paper (cover) 
· Photo copy paper (several sheets per sketchbook)
· Hole-puncher

· Sticks

· Elastics (e.g. #24 Rubber Bands; 6”x1/16”)
PROCESS... 
1. Fold several sheets of paper in half, and fold a sheet of cardstock in half for the cover.

2. Open the sheets; using hole-puncher, make a hole near the top and the bottom of the fold/spine.
3. Position an elastic along the inside fold, and thread the ends out through the holes.
4. Attach both ends of the elastic around a stick that will support the exterior of the spine.
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Sketchbooks:  Ways to use sketchbooks in the classroom
· Exclusively for sketching/drawing, or ‘idea journals’ for sketching/drawing & writing
· 10-15 minute ‘observational drawing’ sessions, several times a week

· Provide students with simple objects to draw, objects that relate to topics being studied, or objects that are relevant and of interest

· Vary the angle/perspective of the object 
· Introduce a new medium or technique on small scale (e.g. 4”x6”) and glue into sketchbooks 
· Use imaginative scenarios or ‘triggers’ 
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Used independently as a ‘safe’ place to develop and work out ideas (draw, revise, re-draw, visualize, describe, ‘flesh out’, drafts

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· Teacher Tip:  Sketchbooks are ideal for students who finish their art early.  Once their clean-up is done, they can go right to some free drawing time.
Sketchbook covers can be designed by students.  
These Gr. 5 students used COLLAGE to create personally-relevant covers that tell about their interests/hobbies.

2.  Sketchbook Exercise…  Starting with a SHAPE
Materials:

-small, cardboard box (‘prop’ for intro)

-Not a Box (picture book) by Antoinette Portis

-brown construction paper squares/rectangles (‘box’); variety of sizes (eg. 2”x1”, 3”x3”, 4”x4”, 2”x4”… )

-glue sticks
-Drawing tool (e.g. Sharpie marker, pencil, coloured pencils…)

INTRO… 
· Show students a small cardboard box.  Ask students to share any experiences they may have of imaginative play with an old, empty box.  What did they pretend it was?
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Read aloud Not a Box by Antoinette Portis, noticing how the illustrator has added lines and shapes to turn the box into something else.

CREATE

PROCESS...

· Show students some square and rectangular pieces of brown construction paper (like a cardboard box).  Starting with a shape (a rectangle), what MIGHT it become…  Glue shape into position accordingly.
· Discuss/demonstrate how to draw shapes, lines and detail to give as much information as possible (eg. lines to make shingle shapes on a roof, or brick shapes on a castle wall, or lines to show rough bark on a tree trunk or furry hair on a dog…)
· Invite volunteers to share their drawings once completed
3.  Colour Theory – Reviewing Colour Wheel

Materials:

-colour wheel VISUAL (e.g. poster or Smartboard visual)

-colour wheel template (can be glued inside sketchbook when completed)

-liquid tempera paints (primary colours:  red, yellow, blue) 
-palettes (e.g. small Styrofoam plates)

-paint brushes

-water containers

INTRO… 
Using a large classroom visual, introduce the colour wheel, primary colour and secondary colours.  Explain the positioning of colours on the colour wheel, and how the secondary colour is placed between the two primary colours that used to mix it.  

Students will then complete their own colour wheel, applying the primary colours and using the primary colour to mix secondary colours.
