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2. Heart Design 
CREATE

Materials:
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Cartridge Paper (e.g. )

Oil Pastels

Block Tempera Paint

Water Containers

Paint Brushes

Newspapers to protect desks 
Paper Towel

PROCESS
SESSION 1

Starting Together…
1. Print your name on the back of the paper.

2. Start by folding the paper in half.
3. Draw a heart shape on each half of the paper.
4. Demonstrate…
· Experimenting with oil pastels
· Using various kinds of lines, shapes, colours & patterns
5. Retrace the outline of your original 2 heart shapes with black pastel for emphasis

TEACHER TIP…  
· Distribute paper towels to ‘wipe’ the end of a pastel when you need a clean colour (twist the pastel inside the crumpled paper towel as if you were using a pencil sharpener).

	I Can…

· Draw heart shapes

· Experiment with oil pastels

· Create different kinds of line in my art

· Create patterns in my art

Starting Together...

6. Review how to hold a paint brush (“Just like my pencil in my printing hand.”)

7. Demonstrate how to add water to get the block tempera paint ready (3 ‘brush loads’)

8. Demonstrate how to apply the watery paint to the BACKGROUND, making choices about the colour, shapes, lines, patterns you want to try…
	I Can…

· Control the paint brush

· Fill the background with paint

· Describe the choices I’ve made

3.  Printmaking – “Relief Prints”

Materials: 
Styrofoam or ‘Scratch Foam Board’

‘Carving’ Tools (e.g. ball point pens, popsicle sticks, objects…) 
Printing Station:

Paper (various types/colours)

Ink tray

Water-based block printing ink

Brayers

Newspapers to protect desks

Drying Space (e.g. clothes line with clothes pins)

Art shirts/smocks 
PROCESS
Starting together…

1. Introduce:  An artist can create a PRINTING PLATE to make several ‘copies’ or PRINTS of the same art, over and over 
2. Demonstrate:  How to ‘carve’ or ‘dent’ shapes, lines or patterns into a foam printing plate

3. Discuss & Consider Possibilities…

· SHAPES (heart, circle, triangle, square…)
· LINES (straight, zigzag, curved, thick, thin…)
· PATTERNS (using objects to ‘press’ into foam) 
4. ‘Carve’ or ‘dent’ your design on to foam printing plate with a carving tool
(e.g. ballpoint pen, popsicle stick, object…)
· TEACHER TIP…  You have to be “GENTLE BUT FIRM” (enough to make a good indent, but not all the way through the foam!)
	I Can…
· Use tools to ‘carve’ into a foam printing plate
· Create a design using line, shape, pattern…




Printing Station…
5. Set up all materials in advance
6. Print name on the back of paper (e.g. 3-4 pieces per student)

7. Demonstrate how to roll the brayer in the ink, then gently roll the brayer onto the design = ‘ink the printing plate’

8. Demonstrate how to position the inked printing plate on top of the paper and gently ‘rub’ the back of the printing plate with the heel of your hand to help transfer the ink to the paper

9. Demonstrate how to ‘pull the print’ but pulling the paper and the printing plate apart

10. Print to the drying space

11. Try another print

TEACHER TIPS: 
· Ink dispensing should be done only by teacher/adult

· Squirt the ink in a line onto the printing plate (like toothpaste)

· Roll the brayer until the ink is evenly spread and the brayer is evenly coated

· Don’t press too hard on the foam printing plate or you will ‘squish’ or flatten the design

· Too much ink = will fill in the carved parts; Not enough ink = blank spots left on the print
· Printing plate will need to have ink reapplied with brayer for every print

· Ink will need to be replenished in the tray every few prints (more at the beginning, less as it progresses)
	I Can…
· Use a brayer to roll ink onto my printing plate
· Create a relief print using my own design
· Re-ink my printing plate and try another print
