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 Re-Visiting…  Pointillism

Materials:
· Construction paper  (variety of ‘background’ colours)
· Circle Template & white pencil crayon (to trace circle onto paper)
· Scissors (to cut out circle)
· cotton swabs
· plates for palettes 
· liquid tempera paint (white, then other colour choices for details) 
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CREATE

PROCESS... 
SESSION 1:
· Introduce HORIZON LINE using dots (e.g. Straight line?  Curvy line?  Diagonal line?)
· Pointillism…  Demonstrate application of paint using cotton swab to create DOTS, ‘drawing’ the shape of a snowman first (e.g. Two circles?  Three circles?) using dots, then filling the shapes in with DOTS, and adding falling snow
SESSION 2:
· When the white paint is DRY, demonstrate how to add details using DOTS and different colours (e.g. Facial features, buttons, scarf, hat, arms…)
· Teacher Tip…  Use the handle end of a paintbrush for smaller detail ‘dots’
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“I Can” Skills…
· Create a HORIZON LINE using Use a new tool to apply paint
· Add details using DOTS
· Tell about my picture made of DOTS

‘Stippling’ (Drawing) or Pointillism (Painting) = using DOTS

2.  Self-Expression…  “Me in December”
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Materials:

· Black Wax Crayons (or oil pastel)

· Cartridge Paper (various sizes)

· Block Tempera Paint

· Water Containers

· Paint Brushes

· Newspapers to protect desks
CREATE

PROCESS... 

1. Start with an idea…  “I want to make a picture of __________.”
2. Think of the lines (ground or horizon line?) and shapes you will need.

1. Draw your picture with black crayon.  (White crayon can be used for ‘weather effects’ & resist)
2. Review how to hold a paint brush…  “Just like my pencil in my printing hand.”
3. Demonstrate:  How to “Soak & Swirl” (soak brush with water and swirl in the paint), and how to “Rinse and Re-load” the paint brush as you paint.

· Create a picture about me 
· Use lines, shapes & colours
· Hold and handle a paint brush
· Rinse and re-load my brush
· Tell about my work
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3.  Mixing Colour:  How Many Greens?  
MATERIALS…
· cartridge paper (scraps)
· liquid tempera paints (blue & yellow)
· palettes
· water containers
· paint brushes 
CREATE…
PROCESS
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Review paint brush skills
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Demonstrate how to mix colours on the paper
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Mix a few samples of green
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TEACHER TIP:  Always start with the LIGHTEST or WEAKEST colour first (e.g. yellow) and add the DARKER or STRONGER colour bit by bit, mixing until you achieve the desired hue.

4. Torn Paper Christmas Tree
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Session 1:

MATERIALS…
· cartridge paper (9”x12”)
· liquid tempera paints (blue & yellow; optional white)
· palettes
· water containers 
· paint brushes 
CREATE…
PROCESS:  
1. Demo/Review how to handle & control a paintbrush…  “Just like my pencil in my printing hand.”
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Demo/Review how to mix colour on the paper, starting with the LIGHTEST or WEAKEST colour first (e.g. yellow)
3. Demo/Review how to ‘Rinse and Re-load’ a paintbrush 
4. Demonstrate how to use a sweeping gesture, back and forth, to guide  and spread the paint  
5. OPTIONAL:  Discuss and demonstrate what might happen if WHITE is added (= lighten)
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Session 1:

MATERIALS…
· Cartridge paper (for background)
· Green Painted Paper
· Brown construction scraps (trunks)
· White Glue & Spreaders
CREATE…
PROCESS:  
1. Demonstrate Paper Technique = Tearing (using thumbs and pointer fingers as tools)
2. Demonstrate ‘Arranging’ from biggest to smallest
3. Demonstrate Gluing Skills (spreading glue, applying pressure for 10 sec…)
4. Add details (e.g. with construction paper, or painted paper, or paint…)

· TEACHER TIP…  Practice tapping your thumb and pointer finger together first.  These will be your ‘tearing’ tools!
