1. Pumpkins...  Part 1:  Painting & Colour Mixing

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Materials:

-pumpkins to study (real or photographs)

-orange construction paper (e.g., 12”x18”)
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-white oil pastels
-red, orange and yellow liquid tempera paint
-paint brushes 
INTRO… 
Explore and handle real pumpkins:

· Notice the shape.  
· Follow the lines with your finger.  What lines do you see?
· What textures do you feel?
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CREATE
PROCESS...

· Using a white oil pastel, draw a BIG, basic pumpkin SHAPE (e.g., oval, circle…) 
· Add LINES (e.g., arching/curving downwards from stem to bottom)
· Print your name in the bottom corner of the paper
· Practice holding/handling a brush (“Just like my pencil in my printing hand.”)
· Demonstrate how to ‘scoop’ the paint with the brush and apply it to sections of the pumpkin.  
· Demonstrate how to mix the yellow, orange and/or red tempera paints together on the pumpkin
· Each artist decides what colours to use, and how much they’d like to paint on their pumpkin
· Distribute 3 tubs of paint (either individual containers OR in welled-palettes) per group and begin. 
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CLEAN-UP...

· Art set aside to dry
· Brushes soak in water container
· Paint returned to supply area
· Wash Hands
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Printmaking with Old Plasticine 
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Materials: 
-old modelling clay (e.g. Plasticine)

-pencils or ball-point pens, popsicle sticks… 
-washable ink pads
-variety of paper
· Teacher Tip:  Use fishing line to ‘cut’ the Plasticine into smaller chunks
INTRO… 
· Open up an ink pad.  Silently demonstrate how it is used with a stamp.  Ask students to explain what just happened.
· Define “Printmaking” = the process of making the same image over and over using a printing plate (e.g., a stamp) and ink/paint.  Each image created is a ‘print’.
CREATE

PROCESS…

· Experiment with molding a chunk of old Plasticine into a stamp shape.  Be sure that you have a FLAT SURFACE for the stamp part.  
· Use a pencil (or a pen, popsicle stick, button, cardboard scrap…) to draw, ‘etch’ or impress a simple shape or design into the FLAT part of the stamp.  Keep ‘flattening’ the surface so that it will hold the ink. 
· Test your stamp – press it into the ink pad, then transfer the ink onto the paper, creating a print.
· TEACHER TIP:  Students may need to ‘retrace’ their design periodically because the Plasticine is malleable.

FURTHER EXPLORATION…

· Share stamps with others in your group to create PATTERNS.
· When the ink is dry, add colour with Crayons or Crayola water-based markers…
· Press plastic alphabet letters into the stamp (in reverse!)
· Use stamps in combination to create a picture or scene…
CLEAN-UP...

1. Art to Drying Place or Display/Discovery Board (white board with magnets; string with clothes pins, bulletin board with pins…)

2. Rinse your stamp in water; store in a baggie with your name on it
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Return stamp pads & leftover paper

Another ‘Old Plasticine’ Idea…
Use an OLD frame to create a non-objective design, 
exploring colour mixing/blending and manipulating modelling clay.
3. Pumpkins – Part 2:  Cut & Paste

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MATERIALS...

-scissors 
-pencils 
-white and black construction paper (e.g., 4”x9”) 
-white glue
INTRO…
Review scissor safety, demonstrate how to hold scissors when walking and when cutting.  
CREATE

PROCESS…
· Demonstrate how to use the scissors by ‘gliding’ along the paper (as opposed to ‘snipping’).
· Cut out the pumpkin shape, print your name on the back, and set aside.
· Distribute white and black construction paper
· EYES:  Fold white paper in half, draw an oval on one side, and cut out.  DEMO how to glue eyes to pumpkin.
· MOUTH:  Daw a large mouth on the black paper and cut out.  Glue mouth onto pumpkin.
· Cut two smaller circles from the black paper and add to the white oval eyes.
· Next, add DETAILS (e.g., teeth, eyebrows, nose…) 
· TEACHER TIP…  Limit instruction/interference regarding facial features so students are free to decide & create as they wish, practising the skills targeted in the lesson.
CLEAN-UP...
1. Art to Drying Place
2. Glue & Scissors stored safely

3. Paper Scraps to Recycle

4. Wash Hands
